Read the passage above. What does it reveal about loving God and loving 
others?  

One of the teachers of the law came and heard them 
debating. Noticing that Jesus had given them a good 
answer, he asked him, “Of all the commandments, 
which is the most important?”

“The most important one,” answered Jesus, “is this: 
‘Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one. Love 
the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your 
soul and with all your mind and with all your strength.’ 
The second is this: ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’ 
There is no commandment greater than these.”

“Well said, teacher,” the man replied. “You are right 
in saying that God is one and there is no other but 
him. To love him with all your heart, with all your 
understanding and with all your strength, and to love 
your neighbor as yourself is more important than all 
burnt offerings and sacrifices.”

When Jesus saw that he had answered wisely, he said 
to him, “You are not far from the kingdom of God.”

Read the verses above. What do they reveal about loving God and loving 
others? 
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Dear friends, let us love one another, for love comes from 
God. Everyone who loves has been born of God and knows 
God. Whoever does not love does not know God, because 
God is love. This is how God showed his love among us: 
He sent his one and only Son into the world that we might 
live through him. This is love: not that we loved God, but 
that he loved us and sent his Son as an atoning sacrifice 

for our sins. Dear friends, since God so loved us, we also 
ought to love one another. No one has ever seen God; but 
if we love one another, God lives in us and his love is made 
complete in us.

Lesson 6:

But to you who are listening I say: Love your enemies, do 
good to those who hate you, bless those who curse you, 
pray for those who mistreat you. If someone slaps you on 
one cheek, turn to them the other also. If someone takes 
your coat, do not withhold your shirt from them. Give to 
everyone who asks you, and if anyone takes what belongs 
to you, do not demand it back. Do to others as you would 
have them do to you.

If you love those who love you, what credit is that to you? 
Even sinners love those who love them. And if you do 

good to those who are good to you, what credit is that to 
you? Even sinners do that. And if you lend to those from 
whom you expect repayment, what credit is that to you? 
Even sinners lend to sinners, expecting to be repaid in 
full. But love your enemies, do good to them, and lend to 
them without expecting to get anything back. Then your 
reward will be great, and you will be children of the Most 
High, because he is kind to the ungrateful and wicked. Be 
merciful, just as your Father is merciful.

Lesson 7:

Read the passage above. What does it reveal about loving God and loving 
others?

As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you. Now 
remain in my love. If you keep my commands, you 
will remain in my love, just as I have kept my Father’s 
commands and remain in his love. I have told you this 
so that my joy may be in you and that your joy may be 
complete. My command is this: Love each other as I have 
loved you. Greater love has no one than this: to lay down 
one’s life for one’s friends. You are my friends if you do 
what I command. I no longer call you servants, because 

a servant does not know his master’s business. Instead, 
I have called you friends, for everything that I learned 
from my Father I have made known to you. You did not 
choose me, but I chose you and appointed you so that you 
might go and bear fruit—fruit that will last—and so that 
whatever you ask in my name the Father will give you. 
This is my command: Love each other.

John 15:9-17
